The pet package does not include vitamins, medications (except dewormings), coat conditioners, prescription
diets, heartworm medications (except for introductory dose), or external parasite products. The “Kitten
Wellness Plan” fee is payable at the initial visit or you may pay half on the initial visit and the remainder on the
second visit the following month. Those purchasing the wellness plan including a spay or neuter may make
three equal monthly payments. The program must be completed by 6 months of age.
