4. High quality treats for training- Innova, Wellness 

5. Quiet place to rest- kitty condo, bed, etc. 

6. Glass bowls- cats can be allergic to plastic or metal 

7. Toys- cat dancer, birdie flyer, etc. 

8. Cat nip
